The City of New Ellenton has requested that the South Carolina Resources Authority approve an
increase to the sewer rate by $5.00 for all residential customers and a 20% increase for all
commercial accounts. This increase would become effective with the January 2015 billing.

The increase to the sewer rate was unanimously approved by the City on July 21, 2014. This is
the first increase in the sewer rate since 1998. The rate increase will assist in decreasing the gap

in the City’s sewer budget.

Consider approving the City of New Ellenton’s request to increase the sewer rate by $5.00 for all
residential customers and a 20% increase for all commercial accounts.

Dear Mr. Singleton:

On July 21, 2014 the City of New Ellenton unanimously approved increasing their sewer rates by $5 for
residential customers and 20% for commercial accounts. Over the past several years we have
experienced nearly a $20,000 deficit and this will help close the gap to less than $10,000. This is our first
increase since 1998 and will help us close the gap to balance the sewer budget. Sixty-five percent of this
increase will be sent to the State as per the court order. Per this order, in the section entitled,
“Agreements Between the Town and the Custodian on Behalf of the Authority as Bondholder”, in
paragraph 6 on page 10 it states:

Changes in the user rate structure will be made only with the consent of the bondholder, which
consent will not be unreasonably withheld, and with the goal of maintaining or increasing
current revenues.

On behalf of the City of New Ellenton we formally ask the South Carolina Resources Authority’s appraval
to increase our sewer rate by $5 for all residential customers and a 20% increase for all commerclal
accounts. This increase would become effective with the January 2015 billing.

Thank you in advance for your assistance in helping New Ellenton’s efforts to balance our sewer budget.

SUBJECT:  Request to Utilize Funds from the Agency Operating Fund of the South Carolina
State Education Assistance Authority

In 1971, the General Assembly of South Carolina established the State Education Assistance
Authority (the “Authority”) as a public instrumentality of the State and empowered it to provide
financial guidance and assistance to residents of South Carolina through the making or
guaranteeing of student loans. The Authority is governed by its members, who are by statute the
members of the State Budget and Control Board. The Authority acts through its contractual
agent, the South Carolina Student Loan Corporation (the “Corporation™), a private non-profit
corporation.

Currently, the Authority maintains two accounts related to the servicing of defaulted student
loans, the Federal Reserve Fund and the Agency Operating Fund. The Federal Reserve Fund is
the federally-owned account which contains funds used to pay claims on defaulted student loans
at the time the loans are transferred to the Authority as the guaranty agency, and its source of
revenue is derived from the federal default fee of 1% that the Corporation was required to charge
all student loan borrowers in the federal loan program. The Agency Operating Fund is a state-
owned account which holds revenue used for specific requirements as outlined in federal statute.
Among the uses allowed for expenditures from this fund are default aversion activities and
financial literacy outreach activities.

With the passage of the Health Care and Education Reconciliation Act in 2010, the Corporation
lost all authority to originate new federal loans, as this legislation nationalized the origination of
all federal student loans under the U.S. Department of Education. Because the Corporation no
longer is permitted to originate federal student loans, the revenue that historically funded the
Federal Reserve Fund account is no longer generated; therefore, the fund balance of this account
is declining. However, the Agency Operating Fund balance continues to increase based on
revenue earned from account maintenance fees, default aversion fees and loan recovery fees.
The balance of the Agency Operating Fund as of July 2014 was approximately $54.5 million, an
increase of approximately $5.7 million over the past 10 months.

The Corporation is requesting the use of $1,250,000 from the Agency Operating Fund to launch
a new initiative to provide default prevention and financial awareness (o the approximately 55
public and private colleges and universities in South Carolina. It has become evident based on
the increasing cohort default rates of South Carolina schools that the federal government’s
nationalization of student loan originations in 2010 has created a void which the Corporation, as
a contractual agent of the Authority, has historically provided in South Carolina. The statewide
default rate as reported for the 2011 academic year increased to 13.7%, which for the first time in
recent history coincides with the national default rate average.

Upon
analysis, the Corporation determined that an increase of approximately $9,700,000 in defaulted
student loans was realized from 2013 to 2014 alone, which negatively impacts the economy in
our state. These defaulted student loans prevent South Carolina residents from purchasing homes
or cars because the borrower’s credit is impacted, and in some cases wage garnishment is used to
recover the debt owed. This can also impact their ability to meet typical cost of living expenses.
Additionally, the schools throughout our state do not have the staffing resources to effectively
meet the growing need for contacting these delinquent borrowers. If this request is approved, the
State’s institutions of higher education will benefit tremendously from this type of partnership.

SOUTH CAROLINA CODE OF LAWS

SECTION 1-11-80. Board authorized to grant easements for public utilities
on vacant State lands.

The State Budget and Control Board is authorized to grant easements and rights
of way to any person for construction and maintenance of power lines, pipe lines,
water and sewer lines and railroad facilities over, on or under such vacant lands or
marshland as are owned by the State, upon payment of the reasonable value
thereof.

SECTION 1-11-100. Execution of instruments conveying rights of way or
easements over marshlands or vacant lands.

Deeds or other instruments conveying such rights of way or easements over such
marshlands or vacant lands as are owned by the State shall be executed by the
Governor in the name of the State, when authorized by resolution of the Budget
and Control Board, duly recorded in the minutes and records of such Board and
when duly approved by the office of .the Attorney General; deeds or other
instruments conveying such easements over property in the name of or under the
control of State agencies, institutions, commissions or other bodies shall be
executed by the majority of the governing body thereof, shall name both the State
of South Carolina and the institution, agency, commission or governing body as
grantors, and shall show the written approval of the majority of the members of
the State Budget and Control Board.

SOUTH CAROLINA CODE OF LAWS

SECTION 1-11-65. Approval and recordation of real property transactions involving
governmental bodies.

(A) Al transactions involving real property, made for or by any governmental bodies, excluding
political subdivisions of the State, must be approved by and recorded with the State Budget and
Control Board. Upon approval of the transaction by the Budget and Control Board, there must
be recorded simultaneously with the deed, a certificate of acceptance, which acknowledges the
board's approval of the transaction. The county recording authority cannot accept for recording
any deed not accompanied by a certificate of acceptance. The board may exempt a governmental
body from the provisions of this subsection.

(B) All state agencies, departments, and institutions authorized by law to accept gifis of tangible
personal property shall have executed by its goveming body an acknowledgment of accepiance
prior to transfer of the tangible personal property to the agency, department, or insti(ution.

OPERATION OF STATE GOVERNMENT

SECTION 101 - F03-BUDGET AND CONTROL BOARD

101.23.  (BCB: Sale of Surplus Real Property) Up to fifty percent of the proceeds, net of selling
expenses, from the sale of surplus real properties shall be retained by the Budget and Control Board and
used for the deferred maintenance of state-owned buildings. The remaining fifty percent of the net
proceeds shall be returned to the agency that the property is owned by, under the control of, or assigned to
and shall be used by that agency for non-recurring purposes. This provision applies to all state agencies
and departments except: institutions of higher learning; the Public Service Authority; the Ports Authority;
the MUSC Hospital Authority; the Myrtle Beach Air Force Redevelopment Authority; the Department of
Transportation; the Columbia State Farmers Market; the Department of Agriculture’s Columbia
Metrology Lab building and property; the Charleston Naval Complex Redevelopment Authority; the
Department of Commerce’s Division of Public Railways; the Midlands Technical College Enterprise
Campus Authority; the Trident Technical College Enterprise Campus Authority; the Commissioners
residence at the Department of Corrections and the Educational Television Commission’s Key Road
property.

The Educational Television Commission shall be authorized to retain the net proceeds from the sale of
its property on Key Road, and such proceeds may be used for the renovation of the ETV
Telecommunications Center and other maintenance and operating expenses. If it is determined that
sufficient net proceeds are not to be derived from the sale of its property on Key Road to cover the cost of
all renovations of the Telecommunications Center, the property on Key Road shall not be sold. Any
proposed sale hereunder shall, prior to said sale, be submitted to the Budget and Control Board for
approval as being in compliance with the requirements of this subsection,

The Department of Corrections shall be authorized to retain the net proceeds from the sale of the
residence provided for the Commissioner of the Department of Corrections and use such proceeds for
deferred maintenance needs at the Department of Corrections.

The Forestry Commission shall be authorized to retain the net proceeds from the sale of surplus land
for use in firefighting operations and replacement of firefighting equipment.

The Department of Natural Resources shall be authorized to retain the net proceeds from the sale of
existing offices originally purchased with a federal grant or with restricted revenue from hunting and
fishing license sales for the improvement, consolidation, and/or establishment of regional offices and
related facilities.

The Department of Vocational Rehabilitation shall be authorized to retain the net proceeds from the
sale of 3.205 acres located at 22861 Highway 76 East in Clinton, South Carolina to be used for capital
projects and deferred maintenance.

The Department of Agriculture, the Educational Television Commission, the Department of
Corrections, the Department of Natural Resources, the Forestry Commission, and the Department of
Vocational Rehabilitation shall annually submit a report, within sixty days after the close of the fiscal
year, to the Senate Finance Committee and the House Ways and Means Committee on the status of the
sale of the identified property and a detailed accounting on the expenditure of funds resulting from such
sale.

This provision is comprehensive and supersedes any conflicting provisions concerning disposition of
state owned real property whether in permanent law, temporary law or by provision elsewhere in this act.

Any unused portion of these funds may be carried forward into succeeding fiscal years and used for
the same purposes.

SECTION 48-46-60. Governor and board authorized to take actions to join Atlantic Compact; effective date; conditions;
administrative expenses; assessment of compact convention costs and expenses.

(A) The Governor and the board are authorized to take such actions as are necessary to join the Atlantic Compact including, but
not limited to, petitioning the Compact Commission for membership and participating in any and all rulemaking processes.
South Carolina's membership in the Atlantic Compact pursuant to this chapter is effective July 1, 2000, if by that date the
Governor certifies to the General Assembly that the Compact Commission has taken each of the actions specified below. If the
Compact Commission by July 1, 2000, has not taken each of the actions specified below, then South Carolina's membership
shall become effective as soon thereafter as the Governor certifies that the Atlantic Compact Commission has taken these
actions:

(1) adopted a binding regulation or policy in accordance with Article VII{ e) of the compact establishing conditions for admission
of a party state that are consistent with this act and ordered that South Carolina be declared eligible to be a party state
consistent with those conditions;

(2) adopted a binding regulation or policy in accordance with Article IV( i)(11) of the Atlantic Compact authorizing a host state
to enter into agreements on behalf of the compact and consistent with criteria established by the compact commission and
consistent with the provisions of Section 48-46-40(A)(6)(a) and Section 48-46-50(D) with any person for the importation of
waste into the region for purposes of disposal, to the extent that these agreements do not preclude the disposal facility from
accepting all regional waste that can reasonably be projected to require disposal at the regional disposal facility consistent with
subitem (5)(b) of this section;

(3) adopted a binding regulation or policy in accordance with Article IV( i)(12) of the Atlantic Compact authorizing each regional
generator, at the generator's discretion, to ship waste to disposal facilities located outside the Atlantic Compact region;

(4) authorized South Carolina to proceed with plans to establish disposal rates for low-level radioactive waste disposal in a
manner consistent with the procedures described in this chapter;

(5) adopted a binding regulation, policy, or order officially designating South Carolina as a volunteer host state for the region's
disposal facility, contingent upon South Carolina's membership in the compact, in accordance with Article V.b.1. of the Atlantic
Compact, thereby authorizing the following compensation and incentives to South Carolina:

(a) agreement, as evidenced in a policy, regulation, or order that the compact commission will issue a payment of twelve
million dollars to the State of South Carolina. Before issuing the twelve million-dollar payment, the compact commission will
deduct and retain from this amount seventy thousand dollars, which will be credited as full payment of South Carolina's
membership dues in the Atlantic Compact. The remainder of the twelve million-dollar payment must be credited to an account
in the State Treasurer's office, separate and distinct from the fund, styled "Barnwell Economic Development Fund". This fund,
and earnings on this fund which must be credited to the fund, may only be expended for purposes of economic development in
the Barnwell County area including, but not limited to, projects of the Barnwell County Economic Development Corporation and
projects of the Tri-County alliance which includes Barnwell, Bamberg, and Allendale Counties and projects in the Williston area
of Aiken County. Economic development includes, but is not limited to, industrial recruitment, infrastructure construction,
improvement, and expansion, and public facilities construction, improvement, and expansion. These funds must be spent
according to guidelines established by the Barnwell County governing body and upon approval of the board. Expenditures must
be authorized by the Barnwell County governing body and with the approval of the board. Upon approval of the Barnwell
County governing body and the board, the State Treasurer shall submit the approved funds to the Barnwell County Treasurer
for disbursement pursuant to the authorization;

(b) adopted a binding regulation, policy, or order consistent with the regional management plan developed pursuant to Article
V(a) of the Atlantic Compact, limiting Connecticut and New Jersey to the use of not more than 800,000 cubic feet of disposal
capacity at the regional disposal facility located in Barnwell County, South Carolina, and also ensuring that up to 800,000 cubic
feet of disposal capacity remains available for use by Connecticut and New Jersey unless this estimate of need is later revised



downward by unanimous consent of the compact commission;

(c) agreement, as evidenced in a policy or regulation, that the compact commission headquarters and office will be relocated to
South Carolina within six months of South Carolina's membership; and

(d) agreement, as evidenced in a policy or regulation, that the compact commission will, to the extent practicable, hold a
majority of its meetings in the host state for the regional disposal facility.

(B) The board, the State Treasurer, and the PSC shall provide the required staff and may add additional permanent or
temporary staff or contract for services, as well as provide for operating expenses, if necessary, to administer new
responsibilities assigned under this chapter. In accordance with Article V.f.2. of the Atlantic Compact the compensation, costs,
and expenses incurred incident to administering these responsibilities may be paid through a surcharge on waste disposed at
regional disposal facilities within the State. To cover these costs the board shall impose a surcharge per unit of waste received
at any regional disposal facility located within the State. A site operator shall collect and remit these fees to the board in
accordance with the board's directions. All such surcharges shall be included within the disposal rates set by the board pursuant
to Section 48-46-40.

{C) In accordance with Article V.f.3. of the Atlantic Compact, the compact commission shall advise the board at least annually,
but more frequently if the compact commission deems appropriate, of the compact commission's costs and expenses. To cover
these costs the board shall impose a surcharge per unit of waste received at any regional disposal facility located within the
State as determined in Section 48-46-40. A site operator shall collect and remit these fees to the board in accordance with the
board's directions, and the board shall remit those fees to the compact commission.

FY 2014-15 Appropriation Act

117.88. (GP: Bank Account Transparency and Accountability}) Each state agency, except state
institutions of higher learning, which has composite reservoir bank accounts or any other
accounts containing public funds which are not included in the Comptroller General's Statewide
Accounting and Reporting System or the South Carolina Enterprise Information System shall
prepare a report for each account disclosing every transaction of the account in the prior fiscal
year. The report shall be submitted to the Budget and Control Board by October first of each
fiscal year. The report shall include the name(s) and title(s) of each person authorized to sign
checks or make withdrawals from each account, the name and title of each person responsible
for reconciling each account, the beginning and year-end balance of funds in each account, and
data related to both deposits and expenditures of each account. The report shall include, but
not be limited to, the date, amount, and source of each deposit transaction and the date, name
of the payee, the transaction amount, and a description of the goods or services purchased for
each expenditure transaction. To facilitate review, the Budget and Control Board shall prescribe
a common format for the report which agencies must use. In order to promote accountability
and transparency, a link to the report shall be posted on the Comptroller General's website as
well as the agency's homepage.

When the State Auditor conducts or contracts for an audit of a state agency, accounts of the
agency subject to this proviso must be included as part of the review.

If an agency determines that the release of the information required in this provision would be
detrimental to the state or the agency, the agency may petition the Budget and Control Board to
grant the agency an exemption from the reporting requirements for the detrimental portion.
The meeting to determine whether an exemption should be granted shall be closed. However,
the exemption may only be granted upon a majority vote of the Budget and Control Board in a
public meeting.

A RESOLUTION
GRANTING APPROVAL TO THE ISSUANCE BY THE SOUTH CAROLINA STATE
HOUSING FINANCE AND DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY OF ITS MULTIFAMILY
RENTAL HOUSING REVENUE BONDS (VILLAGE AT RIVER’S EDGE) SERIES 2014.

WHEREAS, it is provided by the South Carolina State Housing Finance and
Development Authority Act of 1977, as amended (the “Act”), that, upon approval of the State
Budget and Control Board (the “Board”), that the South Carolina State Housing Finance and
Development Authority (the “Authority”) may issue from time to time bonds or notes for the
purpose of obtaining funds with which to make (1) construction and/or rehabilitation loans
secured by mortgages of housing sponsors; and (2) permanent mortgage loans to housing
sponsors who agree to and shall be required to provide construction or rehabilitation of
residential housing for rental to persons or families of either Beneficiary Class as defined in the
Act; however, with respect to any particular issue of notes or bonds, one of the following
conditions must be met: (a) if there is a public distribution of the notes or bonds, the issue must
be rated by one or more of the national rating agencies, and one of more of the additional
following conditions must be met: (i) there must be in effect a Federal program providing
assistance in repayment of such loans; (ii) the proceeds must be used to acquire either Federally
insured mortgage loans or mortgage loans insured by a private mortgage insurer authorized to do
business in the State of South Carolina; (iii) the payment of the notes or bonds to the purchasers
and holders of them must be assured by the maintenance of adequate reserves or insurance or a
guaranty from a responsible entity which has been determined to be sufficient by the Board; or
(b) if the notes or bonds are secured by a mortgage or other security agreement and are offered
and sold as a unit with such mortgage or other security agreement in transactions with banks,
institutional investors, or to other non-registered persons as provided in Section 35-1-202(11)(A)
of the Code of Laws of South Carolina, 1976, as amended, the documents pursuant to which the
notes or bonds are issued must permit the Authority to avoid any default by it by completing an
assignment of, or foregoing its right with respect to any collateral or security pledged to secure
the notes or bonds; and

WHEREAS, VRE II LLC, a for-profit entity (the “Sponsor”), has requested the
Authority to assist it in an undertaking to provide certain residential property, as defined in the
Act,, consisting of 124 units of residential property located in Columbia, South Carolina,
Richland County (the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, in order to provide money to purchase and rehabilitate the Project, the
Authority proposed to issue its bonds to be known as South Carolina State Housing Finance and
Development Authority Multifamily Rental Housing Revenue Bonds (Village at River’s Edge)
Series 2014 in the principal amount of not to exceed $11,000,000 (the “Series 2014 Bonds™); and

WHEREAS, the Authority has presented to the Board its Petition dated as of
November 19, 2014 (the “Petition”), which, together with the exhibits thereto attached, sets forth
certain information with respect to the Bonds.

Section 1. Approval is granted to the undertaking of the Authority as outlined in the
Petition, including the exhibits attached thereto.

Section 2. Subject to the conditions set forth in Section 3, approval is hereby granted
by the Board to the execution and delivery by the Authority of its South Carolina State Housing
Finance and Development Authority Multifamily Rental Housing Revenue Bonds (Village at
River’s Edge) Series 2014 in the principal amount of not to exceed $11,000,000.

Section 3. The approval of the Board is conditioned on the following:

(a) The Authority shall have provided to the State Treasurer, to the extent not
previously provided herein or otherwise, the information required to be submitted to the Board
by the provisions of Section 31-3-220, to wit:

(1) the principal amount of the Bonds to be issued;

(i)  the maturity schedule of the Bonds to be issued;

(iv)  a schedule showing the amount and source of revenues available for the payment
of debt service on the Bonds; and

(v) the method to be employed in selling the Bonds

(b) The approval of the State Treasurer of the form and substance of the Bonds and of
such documents as he deems necessary therefore;

(c) The State Treasurer shall find and determine that the funds estimated to be
available for the repayment of the Authority’s notes and bonds, including the Bonds, will be
sufficient to provide for the payment of the principal and interest thereon;

(d) The documents pursuant to which the Bonds are being issued shall provide that all
expenses, costs, and fees of the Authority in connection with the issuance of the Bonds,
including legal fees, printing, and all disbursements shall be paid by the Sponsor; and

(e) To the extent required, the final approval by the Governor as the elected official
of the Stat of South Carolina for purposes of Section 142(f) of the Internal Revenue Code of
1986, as amended.

Section 4. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption.

SUBJECT: Economic Development - 2014 Ceiling Allocations (2014 Volume Cap
Carryforward)

The initial balance of the 2014 state ceiling allocation was $477,483,900. In accord with Code
Section 1-11-520, $190,993,560 (40% of the total) was designated as the state pool and
$286,490,340 (60% of the total) was designated as the local pool. There is presently a state
ceiling balance of $365,483,900 remaining for 2014. Allocation requests for 2014 totaling
$72,500,000 have been received thus far.

In accord with S.C. Code of Laws Section 1-11-500, et seq., the South Carolina State Housing
Finance and Development Authority has requested that any unallocated state ceiling balance
remaining at the end of the calendar year be designated to the Authority as carryforward for use
in subsequent years. The Board is asked to allocate any remaining 2014 state ceiling balance at
year-end to the South Carolina State Housing Finance and Development Authority for use in the
issuance of bonds to provide housing to the members of State Housing’s “beneficiary classes”
(i.e., mortgage revenue bonds/mortgage credit certificates, and qualified residential rental bonds)
for carryforward for the next three calendar years.

BOARD ACTION REQUESTED:

Authorize the allocation of any remaining 2014 state ceiling balance at year-end to the South
Carolina State Housing Finance and Development Authority for use in the issuance of bonds to
provide housing to the members of State Housing’s “beneficiary classes” (i.e., mortgage revenue
bonds/mortgage credit certificates, and qualified residential rental bonds) for carryforward for the
next three calendar years and authorize the filing of a carryforward election with the Internal
Revenue Service.

The purpose of this Memorandum is to provide support for the Authority’s request that
the State Budget and Control Board grant it a carryforward allocation of that portion of the
State’s 2014 Private Activity Bond Ceiling (“Bond Ceiling”) that remains unallocated at the end
of the calendar year. Bond Ceiling must either be allocated to private activity bonds issued
during the calendar year for which it was received from the federal government or allocated at
the end of such year on a carryforward basis to support the issuance of bonds within the next
three years. At the end of a calendar year, unused Bond Ceiling that is not the subject of a
carryforward allocation is lost to the State and cannot thereafter be retrieved. In the past the
Authority has utilized Bond Ceiling that would otherwise have been lost.

The program through which the Authority provides financing for the development of
affordable low-income housing by private-sector developers and the program through which it
provides home ownership opportunities to low-to- moderate income families are financed by the
issuance of private activity bonds that require the allocation of Bond Ceiling. The Authority has
also begun issuing mortgage credit certificates which can help make home ownership more
affordable for qualified borrowers. By requesting a carryforward allocation of unused 2014
Bond Ceiling, it is the intent of the Authority to assist the State of South Carolina by preserving
the ability to use the unused 2014 Bond Ceiling for an additional three years. The Authority
normally intends that by requesting a carryforward allocation of unused Bond Ceiling that it
would lessen the demand for the following year’s Bond Ceiling, however, the current climate is
not showing a large demand for Bond Ceiling.

Of the 2011 Carryforward Bond Ceiling, the Authority dedicated $100,000,000 for multifamily
use and $256,159,580 for single family use. The Authority has not expended any of the
multifamily amount to date, however the Authority anticipates expending approximately
$50,000,000 before calendar end. Of the 2011 Carryforward Bond Ceiling for single family, the
entire amount remains unexpended, however the Authority anticipates expending approximately
$60,000,000 before calendar end. Of the 2012 Carryforward Bond Ceiling, the Authority
dedicated $250,000,000 for multifamily use and $148,826,850 for single family use. The entire
2012 Carryforward Bond Ceiling remains unexpended. Of the 2013 Carryforward Bond Ceiling,
the Authority dedicated $108,753,000 for multifamily use and $300,000,000 for single family
use. The entire 2013 Carryforward Bond Ceiling remains unexpended.

The Authority is seeing a slight uptick in multifamily inquiries and currently has five
deals in process. The Authority is researching other manners of utilizing bond authority
including the issuance of mortgage credit certificates with the single family Carryforward Bond
Ceiling and is always exploring the next bond financing for the single family home ownership
program. Unless a carryforward allocation is made, the remaining 2014 allocation will expire as
of December 31, 2014 and be lost to the State of South Carolina. Due to the current economic
climate, the Authority’s bond issuances have slowed, however, an allocation to the Authority
would at least preserve the remaining 2014 allocation for the State for another three years.

This Petition of the South Carolina State Housing Finance and Development Authority (the “Authority”)
respectfully shows:

1. The Authority is an "issuing authority," as such term is used in Act No. 117 of the Acts and Joint
Resolutions of the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina of 1987 (the “Allocation Act”) establishing a plan
for the allocation of the State of South Carolina's volume limitation with respect to private activity bonds (as defined in
Section 141 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986) imposed by the Tax Reform Act of 1986.

2. The Allocation Act authorizes the Authority to submit its request to the State Budget and Control Board of
South Carolina (the “State Board”) that a portion of the State Ceiling established by the Tax Reform Act (the “State
Ceiling”) be allocated to bonds proposed to be issued by the Authority.

3. The Authority is informed and believes that a portion of the 2014 State Ceiling has not yet been allocated
and will, unless allocated on a carryforward basis, be lost to the State at the end of the current calendar year.

4. Based upon the need which it has found to exist, the Authority has determined it may issue one or more
series of its revenue bonds or mortgage credit certificates pursuant to the authorizations granted to it under Title 31,
Chapter 13, Code of Laws of South Carolina, 1976, as amended, which will be new issues and which will require
allocations of the State Ceiling.

5. In order to preserve the unallocated portion of the State’s 2014 Private Activity Bond Ceiling, and in order
further to lessen the demand for the State’s 2015 Private Activity Bond Ceiling, the Authority respectfully requests that
it be allocated on a carryforward basis, such of the State’s 2014 Private Activity Bond Ceiling as shall remain
unallocated at the end of 2014, such ceiling to be apportioned between the issuance of Mortgage Revenue
Bonds/Mortgage Credit Certificates and Qualified Residential Rental Bonds in such amounts as shall be requested by
the Authority prior to the filing by the State Board of its IRS Form 8328, “Carryforward Election of Unused Private
Activity Bond Volume Cap”.

6. This Petition constitutes an “authorized request,” within the meaning of Section 4 of the Allocation Act.
Upon the basis of the foregoing, the Authority respectfully prays:

That the State Board accept the filing of the Petition presented herewith, that it allocate to the Authority on a
carryforward basis, such of the State’s 2014 Private Activity Bond Ceiling as shall remain unallocated at the end of
2014, such ceiling to be apportioned between the issuance of Mortgage Revenue Bonds/Mortgage Credit Certificates
and Qualified Residential Rental Bonds in such amounts as shall be requested by the Authority prior to such allocation.

ARTICLE 3.
ALLOCATION OF STATE CEILING ON ISSUANCE OF PRIVATE ACTIVITY BONDS

SECTION 1-11-500. Calculation and certification of state ceiling.

The state ceiling on the issuance of private activity bonds as defined in Section 146 of the Internal Revenue Code
of 1986 (the Code) established in the act must be certified annually by the Budget and Control Board secretary
based upon the provisions of the act. The board secretary shall make this certification as soon as practicable after
the estimates of the population of the State of South Carolina to be used in the calculation are published by the
United States Bureau of the Census but in no event later than February first of each calendar year.

SECTION 1-11-510. Allocation of bond limit amounts.

(A) The private activity bond limit for all issuing authorities must be allocated by the board in response to
authorized requests as described in Section 1-11-530 by the issuing authorities.

(B) The aggregate private activity bond limit amount for all South Carolina issuing authorities is allocated
initially to the State for further allocation within the limits prescribed herein.

(C) Except as is provided in Section 1-11-540, all allocations must be made by the board on a first-come,
first-served basis, to be determined by the date and time sequence in which complete authorized requests are
received by the board secretary.

SECTION 1-11-520. Private activity bond limits and pools.

(A) The private activity bond limit for all state government issuing authorities now or hereafter authorized to issue
private activity bonds as defined in the act, to be known as the “state government pool”, is forty percent of the
state ceiling less any amount shifted to the local pool as described in subsection (B) of this section or plus any
amount shifted from that pool.

(B) The private activity bond limit for all issuing authorities other than state government agencies, to be known as
the “local pool”, is sixty percent of the state ceiling plus any amount shifted from the state government pool or
less any amount shifted to that pool.

(C) The board, with review and comment by the Joint Bond Review Committee, may shift unallocated amounts
from one pool to the other at any time.

SECTION 1-11-530. Authorized requests for allocation of bond limit amounts.

(A) For private activity bonds proposed for issue by other than state government issuing authorities, an authorized
request is a request included in a petition to the board that a specific amount of the state ceiling be allocated to the
bonds for which the petition is filed. The petition must be accompanied by a copy of the Inducement Contract,
Inducement Resolution, or other comparable preliminary approval entered into or adopted by the issuing
authority, if any, relating to the bonds. The board shall forward promptly to the committee a copy of each petition
received.

(B) For private activity bonds proposed for issue by any state government issuing authority, an authorized request
is a request included in a petition to the board that a specific amount of the state ceiling be allocated to the bonds
for which the petition is filed. The petition must be accompanied by a bond resolution or comparable action by
the issuing authority authorizing the issuance of the bonds. The board shall forward promptly to the committee a
copy of each petition received.

(C) Each authorized request must demonstrate that the allocation amount requested constitutes all of the private
activity bond financing contemplated at the time for the project and any other facilities located at or used as a part
of an integrated operation with the project.



SECTION 1-11-540. Limitations on allocations.

(A) The board, with review and comment by the committee, may disapprove, reduce, or defer any authorized
request. If it becomes necessary to exercise this authority, the board and the committee shall take into account the
public interest in promoting economic growth and job creation.

(B) Authorized requests for state ceiling allocations of more than ten million dollars for a single project are
deferred until after July first unless the board, after review and comment by the committee, determines in any
particular instance that the positive impact upon the State of approving an allocation of an amount greater than ten
million dollars is of such significance that approval of the allocation is warranted.

SECTION 1-11-550. Certificates by issuing authority and by board.

(A) An allocation of the state ceiling approved by the board is made formal initially by a certificate which
allocates tentatively a specific amount of the state ceiling to the bonds for which the allocation is requested. This
tentative allocation certificate must specify the state ceiling amount allocated, the issuing authority and the project
involved, and the time period during which the tentative allocation is valid. This certificate must remind the
issuing authority that the tentative allocation is made final after the issuing authority chairman or other duly
authorized official or agent of the issuing authority, before the issue is made, certifies the issue amount and the
projected date of issue, as is required by subsection (B) of this section. It also may include other information
considered relevant by the board secretary.

(B) The chairman or other authorized official or agent of an issuing authority issuing any private activity bond for
which a portion of the state ceiling has been allocated tentatively shall execute and deliver to the board secretary
an issue amount certificate setting forth the exact amount of bonds to be issued and the projected bond issue date
which date must not be more than ten business days after the date of the issue amount certificate and it must be
before the state ceiling allocation involved expires. The issue amount certificate may be an executed copy of the
appropriate completed Internal Revenue Service form to be submitted to the Internal Revenue Service on the issue
or it may be in the form of a letter which certifies the exact amount of bonds to be issued and the projected date of
the issue.

(C) In response to the issuing authority’s issue amount certificate required by subsection (B) of this section, the
board secretary is authorized to issue and, as may be necessary, to revise a certificate making final the ceiling
allocation approved previously by the board on a tentative basis, if the secretary determines that:

(1) the issuing authority’s issue amount certificate specifies an amount not in excess of the approved tentative
ceiling allocation amount;

(2) the issue amount certificate was received prior to the issue date projected and that the certificate is dated not
more than ten days prior to the issue date projected;

(3) the issue date projected is within the time period approved previously for the tentative ceiling allocation; and
(4) the bonds when issued and combined with the total amount of bonds requiring a ceiling allocation included in
issue amount certificates submitted previously to the board by issuing authorities do not exceed the state ceiling
for the calendar year. Except under extraordinary circumstances, the board secretary shall issue this certificate
within two business days following the date the issue amount certificate is received.

(D) In accordance with Section 149(e)(2)(F) of the Code, the secretary of the Budget and Control Board is
designated as the state official responsible for certifying, if applicable, that certain bonds meet the requirements of
Section 146 of the Code relating to the volume cap on private activity bonds.

(E) Any tentative or final state ceiling allocation granted by the board before the effective date of this act remains
valid as an allocation of a portion of the volume cap for South Carolina provided under Section 146 of the Code.
The allocations expire in accordance with the regulations under which they were granted or extended and their
validity may be extended or reinstated in accordance with the provisions of Sections 1-11-500 through 1-11-570.



SECTION 1-11-560. Time limits on allocations.

(A) Any state ceiling allocation approved by the board is valid only for the calendar year in which it is approved,
unless eligible and approved for carry-forward election or unless specified differently in the board certificates
required by Section 1-11-550.

(B) Unless eligible and approved for carry- forward election or unless specified differently in board certificates
required by Section 1-11-550, each state ceiling allocation expires automatically if the bonds for which the
allocation is made are not issued within ninety consecutive calendar days from the date the allocation is approved
by the board.

(C) In response to a written request by the chairman or other duly authorized official or agent of an issuing
authority, the board, acting during the period an approved allocation is valid, may extend the period in which an
allocation is valid in a single calendar year by thirty-one consecutive calendar days to a total of not more than one
hundred twenty-one consecutive calendar days.

(D) In response to a written request by the chairman or other authorized official or agent of an issuing authority,
the board may reinstate for a period of not more than thirty-one consecutive calendar days in any one calendar
year part or all of an allocation approved but not extended previously in accordance with subsection (C) of this
section in that same calendar year which has expired. The reinstatement request must certify that the authorized
request submitted previously is still true and correct or a new authorized request must be submitted.

(E) A tentative ceiling allocation is canceled automatically if the chairman or other authorized official or agent of
the issuing authority involved fails to deliver the issue amount certificate required by Section 1-11-550 to the
board secretary before the bonds for which the allocation is made are issued.

(F) The chairman or other authorized official or agent of an issuing authority shall advise the board secretary in
writing as soon as is practicable after a decision is made not to issue bonds for which a portion of the state ceiling
has been allocated. All notices of relinquishment of ceiling allocations must be entered promptly in the board’s
records by the board secretary.

(G) Ceiling allocations which are eligible and approved for carry-forward election are not subject to the validity
limits of this section. The board shall join with the issuing authorities involved in carry-forward election
statements to meet the requirements of the Internal Revenue Service.

SECTION 1-11-570. Budget and Control Board to adopt policies and procedures.

The Budget and Control Board, after review and comment by the committee, may adopt the policies and
procedures it considers necessary for the equitable and effective administration of Sections 1-11-500 through

1-11-570.
SECTION 1-11-580. Budget and Control Board to make quarterly payments on certain insurance contracts.

The Budget and Control Board shall make quarterly payments on insurance contracts where the annual premium
exceeds fifty thousand dollars. The board shall undertake necessary negotiations to implement this requirement.
Where fees may be incurred for quarterly rather than annual payments, the Budget and Control Board shall
determine whether the investment income opportunity is greater or less than proposed fees and shall make the
decision which best benefits South Carolina.

Internal Revenue Code Section 26 U.S.C. Section 142(k) for qualified public educational
facilities and Section 142(a)(13) were added by Section 422(a) and (b) of P.L. 107-16 in 2001.
Section 142(k) provides a separate and independent volume cap for qualified public educational
facilities to be used for the issuance of bonds for public educational facilities. These bonds are
not subject to the general volume limitation under Code Section 146 but are subject to a separate
volume limitation set forth in Code Section 142(k). No regulations for this provision have been
promulgated.

The volume cap for qualified public educational facilities is governed by Section 142(k)5. That
Section provides, in part, the following:

(B) Allocation rules.

(ii) Rules for carryforward of unused limitation. A State may elect to carry
forward an unused limitation for any calendar year for 3 calendar years following the
calendar year in which the unused limitation arose under rules similar to the rules of
section 146(f), except that the only purpose for which the carryforward may be elected is
the issuance of exempt facility bonds described in subsection (a)(13).

The volume cap for calendar year 2014 was $47,748,390 and has been unused. The Board is
asked to elect to carryforward the entire volume cap for 2014 to be used for the issuance of bonds
for qualified public educational facilities as described in Section 142(a)(13) and authorize the
filing of a carryforward election with the Internal Revenue Service in connection with such
allocation. Pursuant to Section 142(k)(5)(B)(ii) the carryforward will be valid for the next three
calendar years.

BOARD ACTION REQUESTED:

Approve the carryforward of the unused volume cap allocation for qualified public educational
facilities for calendar year 2014 to be used for the issuance of bonds of such bonds and authorize
the filing of a carryforward election with the Internal Revenue Service in connection with such
allocation to be valid for the next three calendar years.

Project Overview

Destination Developments, LLC (“DDLLC”) proposes to issue the Qualified Energy
Conservation Bond (the “Bond”) as a conduit issuance through the South Carolina Jobs-
Economic Development Authority (“JEDA”) for use in the Green Community Program
described below. This application for $12,037,219 in bond reallocation that is designed to
provide the funding for the initial phase of the Hilton Head Lakes Green and Sustainable
community in Hardeeville and Jasper County, South Carolina.

Destination Developments, LLC (“DDLLC”) has entered into an Inducement Agreement with
South Carolina Jobs-Economic Development Authority (“JEDA”) for JEDA to issue not
exceeding $36,909,000 aggregate principal amount of bonds on a private and/or public
placement basis in one or more series to fund a “green community program.” While this amount
exceeds the remaining Bond allocation available, DDLLC requested this amount in order to
present the full magnitude of the project’s beneficial impact to the State and to Jasper County in
particular. The project is qualified as a qualified conservation purpose pursuant to section 54D
(H(1)(A)(ii) of the Internal Revenue Code to provide funding for acquiring, developing,
constructing, installing and equipping energy efficiency, energy conservation, renewable energy,
and environmental conservation improvements and related infrastructure, including any
necessary rehabilitation, within Jasper and/or Beaufort County of this State. Attached to this
Project Overview are Supplements describing the community, community master plans, and
certification for the project as a Green Community pursuant to the national SITES program
administered by the American Society of landscape Architects.

Project financing for the project will be completed in phases. The applicant is currently working
with the State Cffice of the USDA in Columbia and BB&T bank on a USDA Business and
Industry loan (B&I loan) in the amount of approximately $8 million which will be guaranteed by
USDA. Additionally, the USDA B&I guarantee can be used to guarantee the QECB bonds in the
manner described in the Section III. Supplement — Proposed Finance Structure (attached).

Finally, Hilton: Head Lakes is part of an existing Municipal Improvement District (M.L.D.) within
the City of Hardzeville pursuant to SC Code 5-37-20 through 5-37-100. Future infrastructure
improvements may be financed by DDLLC using M.L.D. bond financings for future development
that falls outside of the purposes outlined within section 54D (£)(1)(A)(ii) of the Internal
Revenue Code regarding Qualified Energy Conservation Bond financing.

Project Narrative — Hilton Head Lakes

Destination Developments, LLC is developing the first-of-its-kind prototypical Green
Community in the Southeast called Hilton Head lakes, near Hilton Head Island, South Carolina.
This Green Conmunity will feature energy conservation, energy efficiency and environmental
conservation initiatives designed to focus on energy consumption in a number of different ways.
These initiatives will include i.) green building technologies; ii.) green community design; iii.)
distributed generation initiatives; iv.) transportation initiatives; v.) loan and/or grant programs for
retrofitting existing residential housing and private buildings; and vi.) public education
initiatives.



Exhibit A: Part 1 — Project Overview: BCB Application

Hilton Head Lakes is an existing mixed-use, master planned community that was started in 2007.
The project was purchased in a distressed sale in December 2010 by a large land investment fund
whose expressed goal was to buy it and hold it until market conditions improved. Destination
Developments is purchasing the community and through the skill of a multi-disciplined team of
professionals is going to redesign and retrofit it to become a demonstration model Green
Community for the Southeastern U.S.

Hilton Head Lakes is located in Jasper County within the jurisdiction of the City of Hardeeville,
South Carolina. The latest U.S. Census Bureau data shows that Jasper County is the fastest
growing county in South Carolina with a 45% growth rate between the period of 2010-2013.
This fast growth is primarily due to the large retirement community of Del Webb Sun City
Hilton Head developing the final phase of its project in Jasper County instead of neighboring
Beaufort County. This portion of the Del Webb community and the Hilton Head Lakes
community ar both located in the southern portion of Jasper County along U.S. Highway 278 —
the Gateway to ihe resort destination of Hilton Head Island.

Jasper County’s rapid population growth is occurring in the southern portion of the county where
the Del Webb community and Hilton Head Lakes are both located. Juxtaposed with this growth
is the fact that Jasper County also qualifies as a “persistent poverty county” based on the criteria
outlined in the fizxderal Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2012 (Public Law 112-74). Most of the
county is rural (in fact the entire county is designated as rural by the USDA). Jasper County is in
desperate need of significant economic development.

Within this context Destination Developments’ development of Hilton Head Lakes is being
welcomed by Jasper County and the City of Hardeeville with whom a joint public-private
partnership is being established. The project is also being welcomed by Central Electric Power
Cooperative, Inc. and Palmetto Electric Cooperative, who are partnering with Destination
Developments with the goal of creating a demonstration project for energy efficiency and
renewable energy. Additionally, Santee Cooper is considering a Power Purchase Agreement for
the energy generated by the solar field in the project. Other public-private partnerships are being
formed by Dectination Developments with the University of South Carolina — Beaufort, Clemson
University, and the Technical College of the Lowcountry.

The Hilton Head Lakes project is proposed to be financed using a $12+ million allocation of
Qualified Ene:gy Conservation Bonds (QCEBSs), using a portion of the State of South Carolina’s
QCEB allocation that was determined by the U.S. Treasury and Internal Revenue Service. The
enabling QCEB legislation (and its expansion / extension under the American Recovery and
Reinvestment A<t - ARRA) authorizes the borrowing of money at extremely low rates in order to
fund energy conservation projects. The U.S. Treasury “buys down” 70% of the interest rate on
these taxable bonds with quarterly direct payments to the bond holder. The bonds must be issued
by a state or local government and currently have a 20 +/- year term. The South Carolina Jobs-
Economic Development Authority (JEDA) has agreed to issue these bonds for Destination
Developments as a conduit issuer. (see JEDA Inducement Agreement dated September 2014)
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QCEB:s can only be issued for specific Qualified Conservation purposes spelled out in the
legislation. The Hilton Head Lakes project is targeting the Qualified Conservation Purposes of
implementing green community programs under § 54D(f)(1)(A)(ii).

Capital expenditures will conform to the application of 1.150-1(b) of the Income Tax
Regulations for tax-exempt bond purposes pursuant to Internal Revenue Service Notice 2012-44.
The capital expenditures for the Hilton Head Lakes project will include, but not be limited to,
costs incurred to acquire, construct, or improve land, buildings and equipment per the examples
set forth in 1.150-1(b). We anticipate that de-minimus working capital expenditures as defined
under IRS Regulations Sec. 1.148-6(d)(3)(ii)(A) will be sufficient for the project. These de-
minimus expenditures include the costs of issuance of bonds, interest payments on the bond issue
for up to 3 years, and using 5% of the proceeds of the bond issue to pay for working capital
expenditures related to the project.

The American Council for an Energy Efficient Economy estimates that each $1 million
expended on energy efficiency results in 20 additional jobs and that each $1 million in savings
from reduced energy consumption when recycled in the local economy produces another 17
jobs."

Based on these metrics, the applicant would expect the full deployment of the $12M reallocation
sought to be issued through this application would result in:

- 240 direct jobs from the capital invested (20 jobs /$1M invested x $12M)

- 30 indirect jobs based on the expected energy savings of 18,000 MWhs annually (see below),
which at average retail price of $0.10/kWh, equates to $1.8M in annual savings (17 jobs/$1M
savings x $1.8M) (for the expected energy savings..)

Based on the implementation of similar energy efficiency and conservation measures, the
applicant would estimate annual energy savings of 1,500 MWh’s per $1 million in capital
expended. Thus, investing the full $12 million available through the reallocation sought to be
issued could generate projected annual energy savings of 18,000MWh'’s.

to the Advisory Committee that SCSU's FY2014-15 budget is not in deficit status at the time of
the installment payment and that the university is not projected by the Executive Budget Office
based on a cash flow analysis to enter deficit status during the quarter. Should SCSU be in, or be
projected to be in, deficit status at any time during FY2014-15, installment payments scheduled
but not yet made during FY2014-15 shall be suspended until the Working Group, with requested
cooperation from the Executive Budget Office, certifies that SCSU has taken necessary
corrective action to bring its budget out of deficit status.

**For installment payments recommended above for FY2015-16 ($4 million) and
FY2016-17 ($2 million), the Advisory Committee recommends those payments be made in full
as soon as practicable during the first quarter of the fiscal year's FY2015-16 and FY2016-17
provided that the BOT has adopted a balanced budget as certified by the Executive Budget
Office.

**¥Pursuant to Proviso 19.2, the Advisory Committee will appoint a "Working Group"
(subject to ratification of the Group by the Chairs of the Senate Finance and Ways and Means
Committees) to assist the Advisory Committee in monitoring SCSU finances in a manner, and at
the times determined by the Advisory Committee, for purposes of releasing the recommended
installment payments on a quarterly basis for FY2014-15. In addition, the Working Group, with
requested cooperation from the Executive Budget Office, shall provide the members of the
Orangeburg Delegation of the General Assembly a written report no later than the 30th of each
month of FY2014-15 summarizing the cash flow position of SCSU at the time of the report.

but not yet made during FY2014-15 shall be suspended until the Working Group, with requested
cooperation from the Executive Budget Office, certifies that SCSU has taken necessary
corrective action to bring its budget out of deficit status.

**For installment payments recommended above for FY2015-16 ($4 million) and
FY2016-17 ($2 million), the Advisory Committee recommends those payments be made in full
as soon as practicable during the first quarter of the fiscal year's FY2015-16 and FY2016-17
provided that the BOT has adopted a balanced budget as certified by the Executive Budget
Office.

***Pursuant to Proviso 19.2, the Advisory Committee will appoint a "Working Group"
(subject to ratification of the Group by the Chairs of the Senate Finance and Ways and Means
Committees) to assist the Advisory Committee in monitoring SCSU finances in 2 manner, and at
the times determined by the Advisory Committee, for purposes of releasing the recommended
installment payments on a quarterly basis for FY2014-15. In addition, the Warking Group, with
requested cooperation from the Executive Budget Office, shall provide the members of the
Orangeburg Delegation of the General Assembly a written report no later than the 30th of each
month of F'Y2014-15 summarizing the cash flow position of SCSU at the time of the report.



Proviso 19.2 of the FY14-15 Appropriations Act

19.2. (SCSU: Blue Ribbon Advisory Committee) (A) The General Assembly ﬂpds that;

(1) Historically black colleges and universities serve as important and vital institutions for the
education of students. These institutions of higher learning are essential to producing college
graduates, professionals, uplifting students, and inspiring others to continue in their traditions;
(2) South Carolina State University was founded in 1896 as the state's sole public college for
black youth and has played a key role in the education of African-Americans in the state and
nation; and

(3) It is vital for this State that South Carolina State University maintain its legacy of excellence
in education, and continue to produce generations of scholars and leaders in business, military
service, government, athletics, education, medicine, science, engineering technology, and more,
(B) (1) There is established the South Carolina State Blue Ribbon Advisory Committee. The
committee shall be composed of James F. Barker, former President of Clemson University;
Harris Pastides, President of the University of South Carolina; Dr. Luther F. Carter, President of
Francis Marion University; Judge Alex Sanders, former President of the College of Charleston;
and Chief Justice Ernest A. Finney, former President of South Carolina State University, or their
SUCCESSOTS.

(2) The President of South Carolina State University and the university's board of trustees, in
consultation with the advisory committee, shall develop a budgetary plan to reduce expenditures
and stabilize the university, including, but not limited to, the recruitment and retention of
students. The Blue Ribbon Advisory Committee shall appoint a working group and their
appointment shall be ratified by the Chairman of the Senate Finance Committee and the
Chairman of the House Ways and Means Committee. The working group shall assist the
advisory committee in the development of the budgetary plan. The advisory committee shall
select one person with experience from each of the following functional disciplines within higher
education to comprise the working group: Finance, Procurement, Human Resources, Athletic
Administration, and University Foundation Administration. The advisory committee may also
add persons to the working group from other disciplines as it determines necessary, including a
person with expertise in the mission and administration of Historically Black Colleges and
Universities. Each person chosen to participate in the working group may secure analytical
support from the institution they serve in their full time capacity, if applicable. Additionally, the
working group shall provide monthly briefings to the members of the Orangeburg County
Legislative Delegation, and shall provide periodic progress reports regarding the development of
the budgetary plan to the Chairman of the Senate Finance Committee and the Chairman of the
House Ways and Means Committee, at their request. Upon approval of the budgetary plan by the
board and the advisory committee, the university is authorized to implement the provisions of the
budgetary plan as set forth in this subsection. The approved budgetary plan must be provided to
each member of the General Assembly. Upon implementation, the budgetary plan must prevent
the university from running another other funds operating deficit. In developing the budgetary
plan, all operating and other expenditures made across all aspects of the university must be
considered, including, but not limited to, administration, academics, auxiliary operations, public
service activities, and athletics,

(3) Upon certification by the advisory committee that funds for implementation of the budgetary
plan are required, then the university must forward the plan to the Joint Bond Review
Committee. Within fifteen days of approval by the Joint Bond Review Committee, the Budget
and Control Board, in consultation with the Comptroller General, shall identify accounts from
which the State Treasurer must transfer to the university on the schedule required by the

budgetary plan an amount or amounts required by the budgetary plan. Members of the General
Assembly must be provided with a complete list of all accounts from which the State Treasurer
will transfer funds. If any portion of the budgetary plan approved by the committee includes a
recommendation of a loan or a series of loans, the loan must be at an interest rate established by
the State Treasurer pursuant to Section 11-9-250. Loan repayment, if required by the budgetary
plan, shall be for the duration recommended by the committee except that repayment shall begin
no earlier than the calendar year following the conclusion of the current fiscal year.

(4) Members of South Carolina State Blue Ribbon Advisory Committee shall be indemnified in
the same manner as members of the Retirement System Investment Commission, mutatis
mutandis.

Acl, the Fxecutive Budget Office (EBO) is required to perform quarterly monitoring of state General Fund revenues
and individual agency operations to determine if either the State or indjvidual agencies are likely 1o experience
deficits in the current fiscal year, Agency-specific deficit monitoring for South Carolina State L niversity (SCSU)
has been an unusual exercise due in-part to the process cstablished in Proviso 19.2 of the FY 2014-15 Appropriation
Act, whereby the aniversity may receive ndditional State resources in the current fiscal year upon the
recommendation of a special advisory committee and approval by a joint legislative committee. Given that no such
support has been appraved to date, first quarter monitoring assumes that supplemental resources are not available to
the nniversity,

Based on information made available by SCSU slaff, presemtution W the SCSU Board of Trustees, and preliminary
discussions with consultants currently engaged at SCSU, the EBO believes that SCSU will be unable Lo meet its
obligations with resources available in the cutront fiseal year, and will likely end Fiscal Year 2014-13 with an other
funds operating delicit. Several factors have led to this conelusion including beginning the year with a significant
aecount puyables balunce in conjunction with projections to end the year with an account payables balance; a
sizeable student account receivables as it relates to the ratio of the student receivables identified as doubtful
collcetions at year-cnd; and, the shortfall in budget projections resulting from implementation of a voluntary
lurlough versus a mandatory furlough, Accordingly, SCSU must submit a plan to “minimize or eliminate the
projected delicil™ o the EBO within foyvteen days, or December 1, 2014, Given the unique nature of SCSU's
budget i the current fiscal year, the plan should clearly state assumptions aboul any additional resources it
anticipates receiving in the current lscal year and the University's ability to repay the interageucy loan authorized
by the Budpet and Control Board on April 30, 2014,

SOUTH CAROLINA CODE OF LAWS

SECTION 1-11-65. Approval and recordation of real property transactions involving
governmental bodies.

(A) All transactions involving real property, made for or by any governmental bodies, excluding
political subdivisions of the State, must be approved by and recorded with the State Budget and
Control Board. Upon approval of the transaction by the Budget and Control Board, there must
be recorded simultaneously with the deed, a certificate of acceptance, which acknowledges the
board's approval of the transaction. The county recording authority cannot accept for recording
any deed not accompanied by a certificate of acceptance. The board may exempt a governmental

body from the provisions of this subsection.

(B) All state agencies, departments, and institutions authorized by law to accept gifts of tangible
personal property shall have executed by its governing body an acknowledgment of acceptance
prior to transfer of the tangible personal property to the agency, department, or institution.

S&ME has completed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) on a developed
parcel of land totaling approximately 55 acres, located adjacent to Yackson Bluff Road, in
Conway (Horry County), South Carolina (i.e. the Property).

A site reconnaissance was conducted by Mr. Jason McCann, an S&ME Project Manager,

Gullies 12, located on the eastern adjacent property, currently operates two 20,000
petroleum USTs.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) was performed in accordance with
Terracon Proposal No. P73130038 dated February 5, 2013, and was conducted consistent with
the procedures included in ASTM E 1527-05, Standard Practice for Environmental Site
Assessments: Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Process. The ESA was conducted under
the supervision or responsible charge of Christopher B. Bartley, Environmental Professional.
Christopher B. Bartley performed the site reconnaissance on February 7, 2013.

Findings

A cursory summary of findings is provided below. It should be recognized that details were not
included or fully developed in this section, and the report must be read in its entirety for a
comprehensive understanding of the items contained herein.

Site Description and Use
The site is currently vacant jand. An FAA tower is present on the eastern protion of the site

near the comer of Lexington Drive and Kentucky Avenue. A National Weather Service Doppler
Radar Tower compound is present on the northwest portion of the site.

Historical Information

Based on a review of the historical information, the site has been a part of the airport property
since 1946. Various small buildings have been present on site since that time. Former airport
fleet operations were conducted on the southeast comer of the site. These operations included
the use of underground storage tanks. A small concrete plant was temporarily located on site
during the construction of the John Hardee Expressway (approximately 2002 until 2004). The
former fleet operations and USTs are considered RECs to the site.

Records Review

Selected federal and state environmental regulatory databases as well as responses from state
and local regulatory agencies were reviewed. The site was not identified in- the regulatory
databases. Based on distance, environmental setting and/or facility characteristics, the identified
facilities do not constitute RECs in connection with the site at this time. The on-site LUST
(Former Airport Boulevard Fleet) facility was not identified on the database search. Inquiries
with the SCDHEC indicate this facility at the eastemn portion of the site near the comer of
Lexington Drive and John Hardee Expressway as a REC as discussed below.

Site Reconnaissance

Based on site reconnaissance, RECs were identified associated with ground water monitoring
wells observed at the southeast corner of the site. The FAA and NWS Doppler Radar towers
are not considered RECs. No other notable features were observed.

Adjoining Properties

The site is bound to the north by the Midlands Technical College; o the east by commercial and
light industrial properties; and to the south and west by the John Hardee Expressway, a pond,
and the Columbia Metropolitan airport. No evidence of RECs was observed in conjunction with
the adjacent properties. Indications of RECs were not observed with the adjoining properties.

Previous Reports

The Tier | Assessment Report, dated August 24, 2010, reported the site was formerly occupied
by the Columbia Air Base Fleet facility. Four USTs were removed during the road (John Hardee
Expressway) construction project in August 2002. The Tier | included the installation of three
monitoring wells at depths ranging from 16-20 feet below ground surface. Groundwater was
encountered at depths of 7.5-13.5 feet. The wells were surveyed and the ground water flow
direction was determined to be toward the southeast. Ground water samples collected from the
wells indicated that naphthalene was present above Risk Based Screening Levels (25 parts per
billion) at a concentration of 182 parts per billion. Recommendations for further assessment
were provided. Terracon understands that additional assessment has been approved by the
SCDHEC and will be occurring soon under their direction. The release and ongoing

assessment constitute a REC.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SOUTH CAROLINA BUDGET AND CONTROL
BOARD, IN MEETING DULY ASSEMBLED:

ARTICLE I

FINDINGS OF FACT

As an incident to the adoption of this resolution (this “Resolution”), the South Carolina
Budget and Control Board (the “State Board™) finds:

Section 1.01

(a) The Board of Trustees for Coastal Carolina University (the “Board of Trustees™),
the governing body of Coastal Carolina University, South Carolina (the “University”), is
authorized by Chapters 136 and 147, Title 59 of the Code of Laws of South Carolina, 1976, as
amended (the “Enabling Act”), to make provision for the issuance of revenue bonds (“Revenue
Bonds”) from time to time in order to raise funds to defray the cost of financing or refinancing in
whole or in part the cost of acquisition, construction, reconstruction, and improvement and
equipment of buildings for the purposes of the University, including, without limiting the
generality of the foregoing, dormitories, apartment buildings, dwelling houses, dining halls,
cafeterias, parking facilities, and inns or for any one or more of these purposes, all in accordance
with and pursuant to the provisions of the Enabling Act.

(b) The Board of Trustees has previously made general provision for the issuance
from time to time of revenue bonds of the University (the “Bonds™) through the means of a
General Bond Resolution adopted on November 10, 1994, entitled “A RESOLUTION
AUTHORIZING AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF COASTAL CAROLINA
UNIVERSITY REVENUE BONDS TO FINANCE OR REFINANCE THE CONSTRUCTION,
RECONSTRUCTION, IMPROVEMENT, AND EQUIPMENT OF BUILDINGS AND OTHER
PROJECTS OF COASTAL CAROLINA UNIVERSITY, AND OTHER MATTERS
PERTAINING THERETO; PRESCRIBING THE FORM OF REVENUE BONDS ISSUED
HEREUNDER; COVENANTING AS TO THE REVENUES AND THE FIXING,
ESTABLISHMENT, AND COLLECTION OF RENTALS, FEES, AND CHARGES;
PLEDGING THE REVENUES TO THE PAYMENT OF THE PRINCIPAL OF AND
INTEREST ON THE BONDS; AND MAKING OTHER COVENANTS AND AGREEMENTS
IN CONNECTION WITH THE FOREGOING” as thereafter from time to time amended and
supplemented (the “Original General Bond Resolution™). The Board of Trustees has provided



for the amendment and restatement of the Original General Bond Resolution pursuant the
adoption of an Amended and Restated General Bond Resolution, adopted on October 26, 2012,
entitled “A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF
COASTAL CAROLINA UNIVERSITY REVENUE BONDS TO FINANCE OR REFINANCE
THE CONSTRUCTION, RECONSTRUCTION, IMPROVEMENT, AND EQUIPMENT OF
BUILDINGS AND OTHER PROJECTS OF COASTAL CAROLINA UNIVERSITY, AND
OTHER MATTERS PERTAINING THERETO; PRESCRIBING THE FORM OF REVENUE
BONDS ISSUED HEREUNDER; COVENANTING AS TO THE REVENUES AND THE
FIXING, ESTABLISHMENT, AND COLLECTION OF RENTALS, FEES, AND CHARGES;
PLEDGING THE REVENUES TO THE PAYMENT OF THE PRINCIPAL OF AND
INTEREST ON THE BONDS; AND MAKING OTHER COVENANTS AND AGREEMENTS
IN CONNECTION WITH THE FOREGOING” (the “Amended and Restated General Bond
Resolution” and together with the Original General Bond Resolution, the “General Bond
Resolution”). Pursuant to the General Bond Resolution, the Board of Trustees previously issued
and there remain Outstanding: (a) $1,340,000 of the originally issued $3,855,000 Refunding
Revenue Bond, Series 2004 of Coastal Carolina University, South Carolina (the “Series 2004
Bond”), (b) $9,805,000 of the originally issued $13,175,000 Refunding Revenue Bonds, Series
2006 of Coastal Carolina University, South Carolina, (c) $5,377,000 of the originally issued
$6,147,000 Refunding Revenue Bond, Series 2012 of Coastal Carolina University, South
Carolina, (d) $54,705,000 of the originally issued $54,705,000 Higher Education Revenue
Bonds, Series 2013 of Coastal Carolina University, South Carolina, and (¢) $35,480,000 of the
originally issued $35,480,000 Higher Education Revenue Bonds, Series 2014 of Coastal Carolina
University, South Carolina.

(©) On October 24, 2014, the Board of Trustees adopted a supplemental resolution
entitled “A SUPPLEMENTAL RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE AND
SALE OF HIGHER EDUCATION REVENUE BONDS OF COASTAL CAROLINA
UNIVERSITY, SOUTH CAROLINA, TO BE ISSUED IN THE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF
NOT EXCEEDING ONE HUNDRED SIX MILLION TWO HUNDRED NINETY-FIVE
THOUSAND DOLLARS ($106,295,000), TO MAKE A CLARIFYING AMENDMENT TO
THE GENERAL BOND RESOLUTION, AND OTHER MATTERS RELATING THERETO”
(the “2014 Supplemental Resolution”) authorizing the issuance of Higher Education Revenue
Bonds, Series 2015 (the “Series 2015 Bonds™), to be issued as a single series or in multiple
series, for the purposes of providing funds for the University to acquire real property known as
University Place I, II, and III, which includes 54 acres of real property and improvements
consisting of 46 residence halls, comprised of 573 apartments with 2,079 beds, and associated
recreational, support and auxillary facilities adjacent to the University’s campus, to provide
housing for students attending the University (the “University Place Project™).

(d) The 2014 Supplemental Resolution authorized the use of proceeds of the Series
2015 Bonds for the purposes of: (i) providing the funds necessary to defray the costs of acquiring
the University Place Project; (ii) providing amounts necessary to fund an account, if any, of the
Debt Service Reserve Fund; (iii) providing for any capitalized interest, and (iv) paying certain
Costs of Issuance and expenses related to the issuance of the Series 2015 Bonds.



(e) The Board of Trustees has determined that the acquisition of the University Place
Project is advantageous to the University for its continued successful operation as a public
institution of higher learning, and the University hereby requests the State Board to approve at
this time the issuance by the University of the Series 2015 Bonds to effect the acquisition of the
University Place Project, and other matters related thereto.

Section 1.02

The General Bond Resolution and the 2014 Supplemental Resolution, each in the form
adopted by the Board of Trustees, have been presented to the State Board.

Section 1.03

The Board of Trustees has determined that all conditions precedent to the issuance of the
Series 2015 Bonds, including those required by the General Bond Resolution, the 2014
Supplemental Resolution, and the Enabling Act, will be met upon the issuance of the Series 2015
Bonds.

Section 1.04

All capitalized terms used in this Resolution, but not defined herein, shall have the
meaning ascribed to such terms in the General Bond Resolution and the 2014 Supplemental
Resolution.

ARTICLE II

AUTHORIZATION TO ISSUE AND SELL THE SERIES 2015 BONDS

Section 2.01

The State Board hereby approves and authorizes the issuance and sale of not exceeding
$106,295,000 in principal amount of Higher Education Revenue Bonds, Series 2015, of the
University, to be issued as a single series or in multiple series, and to sell the same in the manner
and under the conditions prescribed by the 2014 Supplemental Resolution.

Section 2.02

On the basis of the foregoing and after due consideration of the facts above recited and
other matters appurtenant thereto, this Resolution has been adopted.

SECTION 1-11-470. Limitations on use of funds appropriated by General Assembly.

(A) No funds appropriated by the General Assembly may be used by a constitutional officer to
purchase space including, but not limited to, notices or advertisements, in a print medium or time from a
radio or television medium without unanimous prior written approval of the Budget and Control Board.

(B) No funds appropriated by the General Assembly may be used by a constitutional officer to print on,
or distribute with, official documents extraneous promotional material or to purchase plaques, awards,
citations, or other recognitions without unanimous prior written approval of the Budget and Control
Board.

(C) If nonpublic funds are used for the purposes enumerated in subsection (A), the constitutional
officer expending the funds must submit the source of the funds showing all contributors to the Budget
and Control Board before the funds are expended.

(D) The provisions of this section do not apply to the Governor or to the General Assembly.
